We've taken this package and turned it in to our own event, bringing back
Dubtribe for an encore performance, and adding local DJ's James Johnson, Hyperactive, Jeddidiah the Messiah, G-Most and Ric Addy
to the bill. There's also tons of other attractions to fill your expanded minds, so I hope many of you have a chance to check it out.
Your invitation is enclosed. Dubtribe will be playing around the Midwest for the first two weeks of November -- if you'd like more
information about these shows, call the Reactor line.

Finally, look for some great changes tc Reactor after the first of the year -- regular schedule, expanded musical, cultural, and
political coverage, less typos, more diverse graphics, and more of all the coverage you have come to expect.
