l‘!\mm:»&m or 'E'mycu and me. It has been around for
almost 80 years. When it was first discovered ecstacy was used
a5 an appelile suppressand but those who used it soon found
that thewr appetite was not the only thing they lost when 'on one”.
All the inhibitions that made them self conscious and mpdous
werl out the window as well. Suddenly the most introveried and
sty people were chatiering away about things they'd never even
thought about before with absolute confidence.

‘When they were "on one’ these early users eqerienced feelings
of mental and pirysical well being. As well, they had litile appetite
and all thai muattered was sharing these great feelings of love and
togetherness with other people.

In the 1960's, ecstacy was taken up as onc of the love drugs by
American hippies in California Until 1985 you could buy E' over
the counter of bars and clubs all over the USA. Each dose of E'
came with a little booklet of flight instructions’. The nstruction
booklet told you what to epect and how to enjoy it without
getting into problems,

Al the same time American pgychologists and psychiatrists were
also using 'E’ as a way of helping people who were 'in therapy’.

represents. The rave scenc 15 a progressive altemative movement.
The main premise of this sceme 15 to mate humankind with
technology so as not to be assimilated mto the manipulated
mainstream culture Most projects within the techno scene derive
their roots from Industrial culure and mamy “conventiomal®
industrial groups have done multitudes of techno side projects.
Most notable of these groups would be Paychic TV whose side
prqpeﬂ.s include Pevchic Warriors of Gaia and whose roots were the
Gristle, one of the first bands to com the word
“Industrial”. Cabarel Voltaire have been involved with the rave
scene for vears and are most notably responsible for the "Sweet
Exorcist” project a few years back. Ministry has also played a major
role in the techno scene under the "Tricky Disco™ alias in the past
and are doing more obscure projects under different names as you
read this. Skinny Puppy has been "raving” out on the west coast and
have released numerous white label projects within the scene. Aside
from these hetter known artists, side projects by Fromt 242, NIN,
BiGod 20, Greater Than One, Nitzer Ebb, Frontline Assembly, Coil
and PiL have all evolved md integrated into the rave movement. The
rave scene is by far one of the most philosophically based
movements out todaylt is unfortunate that the scene receives so
much flack simply on the assumption that it is a "dmce” movement.
The Destiny collective secks whole-heartedly to integrate the
Torento rave scene with that of the Industrial scene; a development
which has happened in every other urban centre in the world The
rave scene 15 one which does not set parameters based upon an
individual’s pnmary sub-culture Amyone can “rave”. Do not be
propagated by commercial radio and commercial publications that
will give you a totally backward view of what "rave” is. **** For
more information on upcoming Destiny events, ring (416) 631-
8821, 24 hours a day.
