But nocturnals porlies ore really o
way to offer sumething dilferent to the scene. Such as parties for the scene ond o
unique enviornment and so on. | find it fun lo loke o venue and decorote il like
crazy, ond make it fun for the night.

Describe your dj slyle? - lis like speoking o secrel language. It expresses all kinds
of moods. It is very deep and funky, and somelimes my sound gels harder
depending on the lime slot | gel. | prefer to spin lote because It gives me the
chance lo spin some really deep stuff. | like to toke people on a journey. You have
ta hear il to see whol | mean. If you wonl o lope people let me know.
